	Accurate assessment of impact
	Virtually all of the identified impacts on stakeholder groups are inaccurate.


	Half of the identified impacts on stakeholder groups are accurate.


	For each proposal, the identified impact on each stakeholder group is accurately recorded.



	Identification of strengths and weaknesses
	Identifies almost no strengths or weaknesses for any proposals.


	Identifies a strength or weakness for each proposal, but important implications are overlooked in each case.


	Identifies all significant strengths and weaknesses for each proposal.



	Justification for solution
	Little or no justification is provided for the chosen solution.


	Provides some rationale why the chosen solution is an acceptable win-win solution, but there are obvious gaps in the justification.


	Provides several convincing reasons why the chosen solution is an acceptable win-win solution.
