	Key stakeholders
	Neglects to identity or incorrectly identifies almost every key stakeholder. 


	Identities most of the obvious stakeholders, but often misses a key one or includes largely irrelevant stakeholders.


	Consistently identities the appropriate key stakeholders and includes no irrelevant stakeholders.



	Important interests
	Neglects to identity or incorrectly identifies almost every important interest. 


	Identities most of the obvious interests, but often misses an important one or includes largely irrelevant interests.


	Consistently identities the important interests and includes no irrelevant interests.



	Significant issues
	None of the issues deal with the significant disputes implied by the facts.


	Three of the issues deal with significant disputes implied by the facts.


	All five issues deal with significant disputes implied by the facts.
